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DAY 1 FRIDAY (D) Depart Cairns, M.V "Trinity Bay".    
Mid-day pickup from your accommodation.  At 80 
metres and over 3000 tonnes the Trinity Bay is the 
largest cargo ship servicing the Torres Strait 
communities. 

DAY 2 SATURDAY (BLD) Great Barrier Reef Marine 
Park.  Total relaxation as you enjoy the company of 
the crew and new ship board companions.

DAY 3 SUNDAY (BLD) Thursday Island.   
"Barge Day".  MV Trinity Bay disgorges its cargo of 
fuel, building materials, indeed everything needed by 
these remote island communities.  Time to explore 
legendary Thursday Island.

DAY 4 MONDAY (BLD) Seisia, Punsand Bay. 
Another “barge day” disembark at Seisia wharf, the sea 
port for Cape York’s five Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander communities.  A short stop at Seisia Islander 
settlement.  2 nights accommodation: Punsand Bay 
Private Reserve Beachfront Cabin Tent - ensuite 
facilities.

DAY 5 TUESDAY (BLD) Cape York, Somerset. 
An unforgettable day of achievement and interest. We 
stand at the very tip of our continent. Visit the ruins of 
Somerset (road conditions permitting).

DAY 6 WEDNESDAY (BLD) Jardine River, Fruitbat 
Falls, Moreton Station.  We cross the  Jardine River to 
arrive at Fruitbat Falls, a Mecca for "off road" travellers.  
Enjoy a refreshing swim and lunch before we continue 
to Moreton Telegraph Station, on the banks of the 
Wenlock River. Overnight accommodation: Cabin Tent - 
shared facilities. 

DAY 7 THURSDAY (BLD) Weipa.  Travel south then 
west to the Gulf of Carpentaria and the bauxite mining 
town of  Weipa.  This afternoon an optional Weipa 
Mine Tour (own cost) is available.

The vessel travels from Cairns through the 
Great Barrier Reef Marine Park on a non-stop voyage to and 
from the por ts of Thursday Island and Sesia All meals are 
provided as buffet style and coffee & tea facilities are provided 
all day and there is also a licensed bar on board.
The MV Trinity Bay reserves the right to deny boarding of any 
persons with a medical condition or disability which could limit 
their mobility or which could be exacerbated in rough weather.

These restrictions may only 
affect par t of your tour, depending which tour you are doing 
with Oz Tours Safaris.
In 2004 Queensland Parliament passed a Bill which improves 
enforcement of l iquor laws in rest r ic ted areas but a lso 
minimises its potential impact on the tourism industry.
St r ic t condi t ions apply for any permi ts granted to tour 
operators by the Liquor Licensing Division. Such permits 
specify the dates, type and amount of alcohol allowed in a tour 
vehicle while in a restricted area.
